  Two volunteers shared the following after working in the witnessing 

booth: 

#1. While at the 2024 Indio Date Festival, a family stopped by the 

booth. As some volunteers talked with the children about the wit-

nessing bracelet story, I contacted the parents expecting to witness 

to them. Instead, they learned I have a husband with spiritual and 

physical needs who is not currently attending church. They were 

able to offer suggestions and encouragement to help my husband 

and me. I used their suggestions. My husband went to church with 

me! He plans to go back for fellowship and Christian growth! 

#2. A young man walked by our booth who had a satchel hanging 

from his shoulder. He read our  booth signs and came right over to 

talk with us. He told us he had just finished an evangelism course 

and in his satchel he had tracts to share about the Gospel mes-

sage. We talked with him for about 15 minutes and then invited him 

to come share the Gospel from our booth using the materials we 

had. We invited him to come the next day, which he did.  

 On his first day, he sat with us while sharing the Gospel message 

and he shared with our guests too. When our guests expressed 

that they wanted to receive the Lord, the young man was given the 

opportunity to lead them in prayer. It was a great day and the 

young man’s name is written down to help out at other Wayside 

Harvester events.
